The panel discussion, which you will take part in, will be held on Thursday, May 26th from 9:15 – 11:00. Please arrive at the foyer of the small Aula by 9:00. A committee of students will greet you in the foyer. Directions to our school, a map of our campus and a complete two-day schedule is enclosed.

At the beginning of the panel discussion, each politician will be asked to make a 3-5 minute statement in response to the question, “Is Germany especially vulnerable to terrorism?” In particular, your statement should address the specific view points of your political party. Please note that the entire forum will be conducted in English; some of our students do not speak German.

Additionally, students attending this forum will fill out the same anonymously coded questionnaire, comprised of both opinion and fact-based questions, both before and after the forum. The evaluation of the questionnaire results will allow us to measure change in awareness and opinion. We have enclosed both documents for you.
